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SPECIAL FEATURES OF CLEANER

Your Panasonic upright vacuum cleaner is
designed with an automatic self adjusting
nozzle. No manual adjustments are
required. The height of the nozzle is
instantly and automatically adjusted to any
carpet pile height. This self adjusting
feature allows the nozzle to float evenly
over all carpet pile surfaces.

The edge cleaning feature provides for
improved cleaning of carpets near walls and
furniture.

The electronic sensor is a feature which will

detect particles as they pass through the
vacuum cleaner.

Red light indicates dirt is being picked up by
the cleaner. Green light indicates most of the
dirt has been picked up by the cleaner.

The dirt sensor indicators and sensor
sensitivity switch are located on the
tront top of the switch cover, See the
Dirt Sensor section under To Operate
Cleaner section for operation.




CARPET/BARE FLOOR SELECTOR

To use cleaner on bare floors, the carpet/bare floor selector on
fop of the nozzle should be positioned all the way back
and down toward the bottom of the nozzle until
it locks into place. When the selector is in this
position, the agitator does not turn. This is
also the correct position to place the selector in
to use the attachments. When the attachments
are used, the agitator should not be turning.

To use cleaner on carpeted areas, the carpet/bare tioor
selector should be all the way forward and up to the carpet
position. This position will allow the agitator to turn, When
carpets are being cleanad, the selector should be in this position. Carpet/Bare
Fioor Selector
Take care when selecting either position to make sura the selector is pushed fully and quickly as
possible to that position. Failure to do so can cause the belt to rub on the selector shatt and may
result in the belt becoming hot and creating a burning rubber smell.

To prevent injury when returning the selector to the carpet position, use caution as the selector can
move quickly upward due to tension caused by the bell.

HOSE RING AND HOSE RING MOUNT

The hose ring is a feature dasigned to prevent tipping of the vacuum
while perferming certain tasks that involve the use of the attachments.
To use this anti-tip feature, place the hose ring in the hose ring mount
as shown in the illustration. Rotate this ring on the hose so that the
hose ring knob will align with the

slot in the hose ring mount and ~ Hose Hose
slide the ring down firmly until it~ Alng Mount  Ring Knob
stops.

TO OPERATE CLEANER

CAUTION

NOTE: To reduce the risk of electrical shock, this vacuum has a polarized plug, {one blade is wider
than the other). This plug wil fit in a polarized outiet only one way. If the plug does not fit fully in the
outlet, reverse the plug. If it still does not fit, contact a qualified electrician to instafl the proper outlet.

USE OF ATTACHMENTS

CAUTION

attachments. Do not allow the cleaner to remam in just one place for a period of ime in
the carpet position as the agitator may damage the floor surface Avoid placing the
cleaner on furmture, the fnnged area of rugs, deep pile carpeting, or carpeted staws
The ideal position for the cleaner when using attachments is for the unit to be on a
fevel area with the handle in the full upright postton,

When using attachments always place the carpet/bare floor selector to the bare floor setting
To remove the hose from the nozzle, grasp the lower end of the hose at the nozzle
and twist as you pull out from the nozzle Once the hose has been removed 1t can

Performing the followng tasks will keep your new Panasonic vacuum cleaher operating at peak
performance levels and will insure these high levels for years to come Check the Before Requesting
Service section in this manual for recommendatons on performing some of these tasks to help
solve vanous problems that may occur

WA R N’N G Electrical Shock or Personal injury Hazard

Always disconnect electrical supply before performing any service and/or cleaning
of the vacuum cleaner Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or personal
injury from cleaner suddenly starting Do not operate the cleaner without the
secondary foam filter.

CLEANING SECONDARY FOAM FILTER

A secondary foam filter protects the motor
from dirt When installing a new dust bag,
check this filter  Accumulated dirt in the
dust compartment will callect on this filter
and may restrict motor performance
When this filter becomes dirty, pull it
from the bottom of the dust
compartment and clean by nnsing
n water When dry slide this filter
back into place Insert the secondary

REPLACING ELECTROSTATIC EXHAUST FILTER

CHANGING THE DUST BAG

Always operate the vacuum with a genuine Panascnic Type U3 (Standard) or U
{Electrostatic) dust bag instailed Panasonic dust bags may be ordered through

any authonzed Panasonic dealer

REMOVING/INSTALLING THE LOWER PLATE

Before replacing any parts, disconnect the vacuum cleaner from the electrical outlet
Replacing some of the parts in this section involves Two Locking Tabs
the removal and installation of the lower plate
Always place paper under nozzle anytime the
lower plate 1s removed to protect the floor surface

To Remove Lower Plate

Start by placing the handle in the upnght position
(See the Handle Adjustments section) Turn the
vacuum cleaner over, exposing the underside
Release the lower plate by removing the two (2)
screws and pressing inward on the two (2) locking
tabs that secure the lower plate Remove the lower plate
and brush or remove any residue that may exist in the belt area

To Reinstall Lower Plate
Hook the front end of lower plate into the slots on the front of the nozzle housing Press the lower
plate into place until the locking tabs snap into place, then replace the two {2) lower plate screws

NOTE To insure maximum cleaning efficiency, the belt should be checked regularly to make
sure it 1s in good condition  Check to see if the belt I1s stretched, cracked, or i
excessive slippage has occurred Replace it If necessary

REPLACING THE HEADLIGHT BULB

REPLACING THE DRIVE BELT

WARNING so-cone iy Hozers

Be careful when removing agitator brush assembly. The belt tension is high.
Failure to do so could result in personal injury from agitator brush assembly
releasing quickly and snapping away.

Place the carpet/bare floor gelector in the carpet position. Remove the lower plate as described
in the Removing/Installing the Lower Plate section.

pulley and motor shaft.

CAUTION: The two end caps may come off along with
the two washers as you lift the agitator assembly out.

Loop the new belt around the motor shaft and loop it
around the agitator pulley. See illustration for correct
belt routing. Use only a Panasonic Type UBB drive belt.

Before reinserting the agitator brush assembly make sure
the end caps/washers are on correctly. {See illustration
in the Replacing the Agitator Assembly section.)

Switch off the vacuum cleaner and unplug the power
cord belore cleaning the agitator assembly. In order
to keep the cleaning efficiency high, clean the agitator
assembly regularly. Remove the lower plate if
necessary. See the Removing/Installing the Lower
Plate section for the proper procedure.

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CLEANING DIRT SENSOR OPTICS

The dirt sensor optics consists of two optic cells located

inside the bag holder. Occasionally, it may become \
necessary to clean the two optic cells to assure

maximum performance. It is recommended Bag
the optic cells be cleaned: Holder

« When the red light does not light. \
« When dirt or dust adheres to the optic cells. ,
» Whenever the dust bag is changed.

To clean the sensor, wipe the optic cells with a soft, dry
cloth. Never use cleaners or liquids as they can help
speed the recoating of the optic cells and make it
necessary to clean them much sooner than normal.

CLEANING EXTERIOR AND ATTACHMENTS

1. Unpiug cord from wall outlet. DO NOT drip water on cleaner.

2. Clean exterior using a clean, soft cloth that has been dipped in a solution of mild liquid
detergent and water, then wrung dry. Wipe dry aftar cleaning.

3. To reduce static electricity and dust build-up, wipe outer surface of cleaner and attachmenits.

4. Wash attachments in warm soapy water, rinse and air dry. Do not clean in dishwasher
or clothes washer.

DO NOT USE ATTACHMENTS IF THEY ARE WET.

Attachments used in dirty areas (such as under a refrigerator) should niot be used
on other surfaces until they aro washed. They could leave marks.
