Check rotating floor brush and drive belt

You should check your vacuum cleaner’s
rotating floor brush and drive belt regularly
for wear or damage. You should also clean
the brush and brush ends of strings, hair
and carpet fibers. This type of debris can
wrap around the brush and hamper its
ability to effectively clean your carpet. Also
remove any debris that has accumulated
under the brush cover.

1. Unplug the vacuum from electrical outlet.

2. Place handle in low position and turn
vacuum cleaner over so bottom side is
facing up.

3. Lifttab 1 and release the three latches
in order 2-4 marked.

If you notice debris or dirt clogged in the
connecting tube, remove it by pulling it out at the
top and lifting the tube out. Clean the tube of any
debris and clear any possible clog from the port
to the pre-motor filter. Reattach tube by first
installing the base and than push in the top of
the tube.

If the clog persists, follow the instructions for
checking the rotating floor brush and drive
belt on page 12 and inspect the air
passageway for obstructions.

Be sure to line up the
inner cyclone by having the marking (Front)
positioned toward the front of the unit. Push
the inner cyclone in and rotate it to the right
or locked marking until the locking tabs stop
the rotation.
